The Primary Strategy, oetl hl eernwcies e& kEimojwony naesn t G
the strategy giving schools the autonomy to redesign their curriculum.

We can focus o ur own curriculum on aspects that are particularly

strong. We can be creative with timetabling and staffing.

Our emphasis is now towards the evolution of a much more creative

curriculum. Learning Adventures, as we have called them, is one way

of deliveri ng this innovative, creative and enjoyable curriculum.

As teachers we know exactly what we want each ch ild to experience
and achieve fro m each lesson. We know exactly what we want each
child to produce at the end of each piece of work. We have a clear
understanding of the skills, knowledge, concepts and attitudes that we

want the children to have developed. We have high expectations of
all our children.



Learning Adventures.
Learning Adventures link activities across curriculum areas provid ing
children with opportunities to apply skills, knowledge and
understanding to different areas of work. Adventures are stimulated by
an event, previous piece of work, a visit or visitor. The children then
actively participate in planning the activities th at they will experience
when following up this initial stimulus, the teacher having planned the
skills, knowledge, concepts and attitudes that we want the children to
develop. Further the children take ownership of their own learning by
evaluating their ow n work and progress and setting their own targets
for improvement. This is called Assessment for Learning and is a very
powerful tool for inspiring and motivating children. The Adventure is
displayed in every classroom for the children to see. Throughout t he
journey the children are fully aware of the end product of the
adventure. This may be a particular piece of work, performance,
display, feast, visit etc.
Learning to Learn.

l ncorporated into our arni
to Learnd obj ec tthe skilsthat
the children need to be able to learn
effectively as they enjoy the adventure.
Learning Adventures are fun! They do not
replace literacy and numeracy hours but
they do put them into context, making them
relevant, applicable and enjoyable.
Soecialist Music and P.E.
We are very fortunate to be able to employ
four specialists, two to teach music, the
others to teach outdoor games to year groups 2 to 6 and dance to
foundation stage and year 1 . The use of these specialist staff members
greatly en hances the educational experience of the children as well as
further developing the  respective areas of the curriculum

English
At Seaford Primary School we try to encourage a love and enjoyment
of all aspects of English. We aim to equip children with th e skills they will
need both at school and in their adult lives. We use a variety of
methods to encourage children to learn and teach using a range of
styles so as to include even the most reluctant learners. We are starting
to integrate the new primary fr amework for literacy into our daily
practice.
Reading
We place a high value on children being able to read fluently for
information as well as for pleasure. We aim to foster a life -long love of
books and develop a o6thirstd foreadknowl edg
through a variety of approaches, including the teaching of synthetic
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phonics. There is no one method which will suit everyone. We aim to

use a variety of teaching methods to include everyone. In Key Stage

land Key stage 2 the children take home books to read every day. Itis
important for parents to read to and with their children, sharing the

books with them. Initially, children read from structured reading scheme

books progressing on to colour banded readers graded according to
difficulty. In Key Sta ge 2 children choose from the library selection, if
appropriate to their ability. All children take home a 06 h o nsehool &
bag in which they may keep their books.

Writing

We believe in children
becoming independent writers
as soon as possible and we
encoura ge enthusiasm and
creativity. We broadly follow the
National Literacy Strategy and
seek to establish cross -curricular
l i nks through
Adventur es?o. We
encourages children to see a
real purpose to their writing and
promotes an enjoym ent of
learning. We teach writing using

a variety of methods working towards accepted forms of spelling and
grammar as children mature.

We begin teaching cursive handwriting from Year 1 so that by Year 3

most children are able to write using a neat, joined hand.

Library

At Seaford Primary we are lucky to have a very well developed library.

It contains lots of new books, both fiction and non -fiction. We are

continually adding to our collection. We involve the children in various

fund raising projects to en able us to do this. Our li brary is now fully
computerised and catalogued and operates similar to a public library.
Children are entitled to borrow up to two books at a time from our
extensive range. Classes have the opportunity to change books during

their weekl y | i brary sessions. OQur ' i brary i
Librarians. They also have an active role in choosing new additions to

our stock of books.

Book Week

Everyyear we hol d a inbvBencchildreWare knénersed in
literature and book -related activities. This is an enjoyable time for staff
and children as the normal time table is suspended and we welcome
various visitors into our school to talk to the children about writing. In the

past we have been fortunate to be able to have high pr ofile
writers/artists such as Mairi Hedderwick, Roger Stevens, Brian Moses,
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and Anthony Lisha k. We also hold regular book fair s to enable the
children to purchase new books.

Mathematics
The National Numeracy Strategy is the framework used in this school for
teaching Mathematics from Foundation to Year 6. We are now
adopting the new framework for Numeracy and this informs all our
planning.
Mathematics is a body of knowledge which provides a way of viewing
and making sense of the world. It is used to analyse and communicate
information and ideas and to tackle a range of practical tasks and
real -life problems.
We aim to help all children enjoy mathematics and study it with
confidence and a sense of achievement. Our objective is to promote
enjoyment an d enthusiasm for learning through practical activity,
exploration and discussion.
With the introduction of
Learning  Adventures our
children will begin to feel
more personally involved in
their maths learning. Having
Mathematics embedded in
purposeful activ ities can only
lead to an even more
challenging and exciting
curriculum.

Information Communication  Technology
Since our most recent OFSTED inspection ICT has become a priority
subject at Seaford Primary School, both in terms of teaching and
learning and with regard to investment of new hardware and software
resources. Each classroom , the hall and the

music room are now equipped with Interactive
Whiteboard s which have transformed the way in
which children use technology in the school. The
school has also invested in 3 mobile trolley s of
laptops . We have one of 15 computers  that are
used in Year 6 and two of 10 computers that are
used in Years 2 & 3 and Years R &1 respectively

Our aim is to purchase further trolley s in the near

future to give even greater access and time for each class to use the
ICT resources. The school has a Broadband connection, which has
considerably improved an  d quickened our Internet access and we will

be soon be investing in a video conferencing facility.
